Average 4-Inch Soil Temps ranged within the upper 60s to low 80s with a moderate net upward trend.
HIGHLIGHTS
Warm to hot temperatures prevailed during June which was a complete reversal from the chill of May and reminiscent of 2005 which exhibited a similar May-to- June turn-around.  Summery temperatures were interrupted by moderately cool weather for only three days just prior to the summer solstice.  Even so, this month averaged to the hottest June of the last 25 at Reading 4 SW at 74.8, a bit above the previous hottest of 74.4 from 2005.  Historically, this was the seventh hottest of 111 for the Reading area with Junes of 1943, 1925, and 1923 being a degree or two hotter and 1952, 1949, and 2005 only slightly hotter.  The toasty average was keyed by the year's first heat wave, and a strong one at that, from the 7th through 10th.  Reading 4 SW had a maximum of 97 on three of those days.  The heat wave produced a new record high at the airport (RDG) of 97 on the 10th which edged the 1984 standard of 96.  Four other days with low 90s contributed significantly to the high average.

Like May, rainfall failed to reach the long-term average accumulation despite an above normal number of days with some rain.  Like May, most heavy rainfalls in the region weakened before arriving, developed after passing, or missed the Reading 4 SW neighborhood.  The one that did score a hit was an approximately 10-mile wide band of tropical downpours that followed roughly highways U.S. 422 and PA 724 and delivered an inch and three quarters within an hour and a half during the very late evening of the 4th.  During the evening of the 10th, a complex of thunderstorms trimmed the heat wave and brought moderate rain and winds and small hail to Reading 4 SW but turned severe over some townships a short distance to the east and northeast where there was rain of 1 to 2 inches, some wind damage, and hail up to golf ball size.  Areas of Berks County that missed both of these heavy rainfalls had rather paltry June totals including some below 2 inches.  Although not extremely dry, these low rainfall totals will appear quite anomalous within a region where above normal to very excessive monthly rainfall totals prevailed.  And some bucked the regional trend two months in a row.
