HIGHLIGHTS
1. A mild period covered the first full week of January and was keyed by maximum temperatures of 65, 67, and 63 on the 7th, 8th, and 9th respectively.  However, this warmth did not reach the intensity of record warmth of a year earlier.  The final week of the year was to include a record high of 68 on 28 December.
2. The year’s coldest temperature, a modest 10 above, occurred on 11 February.  The year’s coldest maximum temperature of 22 occurred on the same date.

3. There were two “President’s Day” snow events in 2008.  Moderate snowfalls of 1.5 and 2.9 inches fell on 12 February (Lincoln’s birthday) and 22 February (Washington’s birthday) respectively.  Snowfalls during winter 2007-08 and year 2008 were rather scarce and totaled only 11.3 inches for both season and year.
4. A new station record (since 1983) February precipitation record of 7.22 was established and was keyed by 1.43 on the 1st which was more than doubled by 3.32 on the 12th/13th, 3.25 of which fell within 24 hours.  This 24-hour amount and the calendar day amount of 2.81 on the 13th were new station February records for those categories.

5. The year’s first heat wave, a strong one, came shortly after an unusually cool May.  It turned out to be the hottest of the year with maximum temperatures of 97, 95, 97, and 97 from 7 June to 10 June and minimum of 76 on 9 June.
6. Strong thunderstorms during year 2008 were less numerous and less intense of those during the two previous years.  However, a quick-hitting storm struck at noontime of Sunday 27 July and brought marble-size hail and the great majority of the day’s rainfall of 1.55.

7. Drenching rainfall of 3.10 from late evening 5 September till midday of the 6th, courtesy of Tropical Storm Hanna, alleviated dry conditions that had developed over the summer.

8. December became the wettest month of the year with precipitation totaling 7.64, and was keyed by 2.85 within 24 hours spanning the 11th and 12th, and included unusually frequent occurrences of glaze ice and sleet for the second consecutive December.  However, it was good for only third wettest December of 26.
