The cold month was accompanied by precipitation of only slightly more than half the average. This deficit contrasted with a surplus of similar proportion �during December. And Januaries of only 1985 (1.75) and last year (1.58) totaled less. However, a "nickel and diming" of minor to moderate snowfalls brought the snow total slightly above the median, even though it totaled 2.4 below the mean. And some of the snowfalls got crusted with glaze ice. On the 28th, ice accretion reached a half inch atop the preceding snow cover, even though accretion on tree branches and wires was minor. Nearly half of the month's total precipitation fell on the 6th into the 7th as mostly rain with �temperatures at or slightly above freezing.
