Average 4-Inch Soil Temps trended upward slowly from the mid 60s early to the mid 70s late which were a few degrees cooler than average overall.
HIGHLIGHTS
For the first time this year, Reading 4 SW logged a month with above normal precipitation.  Although rainfall totaled slightly over 7 inches (7.02) for June, there were no major rainfalls at Reading 4 SW as light to minimally heavy rainfalls were numerous and evenly distributed during the month.  No more than 1.2 inches fell within any 24-hour period this month or even this year so far.  Several torrential thunderstorm downpours during the month were all very brief in duration, including 0.05 from a ten-second cloudburst during 9:35 PM EDT 13 June.  Rainfall was spatially generous as well this June with most locations in Berks County garnering totals in the range of 5.5 to 8.75 inches.  Nevertheless, the positive departure of 2.00 only dented the yearly negative departure from 8.30 to 6.30.  But this year's rainfall through the last completed month (20.06 through June) is no longer the lowest of 27 years at Reading 4 SW.  Seven other years, which had rather dry Junes, now have lower 6-month totals with 1985 lowest at 17.52.  Thunderstorms were numerous, but as already stated, none of their downpours persisted for long, about 20 minutes at most.  Dime-size hail pelted this area for a few minutes during an early evening downpour on the 26th.

Temperatures averaged moderately cooler than normal overall.  But the maximum temperatures averaged much subnormal.  Since at least 1984, only Junes 2003 (77.3), 2009 (78.8), and 2004 (79.6) averaged below 80 degrees.  Meanwhile, minimum temperatures averaged slightly above normal.  After a near-record low of 45 on the First, only seven minimums fell below 60 and none below 55.  But none were above 66.  While several days of oppressive heat and humidity are to be expected in June, this June could boast at most minimally hot and humid weather on only two days.  Maximums of 90 and 89 with moderate humidity on the 25th and 26th respectively did little to offset the five maxima in the 60s this June.  The temperature failed to reach 90 at the Reading Airport (RDG) which marked the first June since 1992 during which it failed to reach 90 officially for the Reading area.  The late April heat wave still stands as this year's hottest so far.
