Average 4-Inch Soil Temps averaged mid 70s early to mid 60s late and ranged from 61 to 80 according to twice-daily observations.
HIGHLIGHTS
September began pleasant with temperatures like early autumn which was the first of a few clusters of days with similarly cool or cooler temperatures.  Late summer warmth represented a minority.  Ironically, the warmest period came during the first two days of solar autumn.  Overall, this September averaged moderately cooler than normal.  And there were no unusual extremes of heat or cold.  Very warm to hot days were completely shut out.  And the monthly maximum of 84 was only one better than the lowest September maximum of 83 in 1987.  Officially at the Reading Airport (RDG), the maximum of 83 tied with several other years (most recently 2006) for the lowest September maximum temperature in 112 years of record.  And it marked the second month during 2009 of tying this category of record; the earlier month was July.  Strong to severe September heat (95 and above), which was not too rare several decades ago, has been totally absent the last 26 years.  It reached 94, and no higher, only thrice since 1983.  It was on 10 September 1983, less than a year before Reading 4 SW temperature records began, that the official Reading area temperature reached the century mark followed by 98 the day after.
September rainfall of 4.13 was very close to the median of the last 27 years but moderately short of the 1971-2000 average for this area.  Therefore, the annual precipitation deficit grew a bit after some chipping away during the summer months.  One moderate and one heavy rain event were the major contributors to the monthly total.  The soaking rain from the 11th into the 12th fell very slightly short of 2.00 for calendar day and 24-hour amounts.  Therefore, 2009 is still without a "2-incher" at Reading 4 SW, even though almost every neighboring precipitation reporting site has had a few.  September rainfall totals were significantly greater to the south and east, especially toward Harford and Cecil Counties in northeastern Maryland.  However, as close as 12 miles southeastward, a total of 6.12 was measured near Birdsboro (CoCoRaHS ID PA-BR-13).
