Average 4-Inch Soil Temps hovered mostly in the 70s to low 80s except for a few incursions into the upper 60s between the 7th and 12th. 
HIGHLIGHTS
The dominance of above normal temperatures, which began abruptly after the February snow blitz to produce a new warmest spring in the Reading area, continued through June.  A three-day cool snap from the 7th through 9th, which included an amazing rain-cooled maximum temperature of 62, was not enough to prevent this June from being the warmest of 27 at Reading 4 SW.  Historically for Reading PA, June 2010 tied 1952 for fourth hottest of 113 at 74.6.  The top three since 1898 remain 1943 at 76.6, 1925 at 76.0, and 1923 at 74.8.  Recent Junes 2005 and 2008 are among the second five hottest of 113.  While heat was not extreme, maxing at 95 on two different days, warmth was persistent.  Only five days failed to reach at least 80.  Of those that did, nine reached at least 90. Further, temperatures dropped below 60, none lower than 51, on only five days.  Therefore, it was persistent warmth with only minimal chill that produced a new warmest June during 27 years of temperature records at Reading 4 SW.
Although total rainfall fell about 2 inches short of the long term average for June at Reading 4 SW, and was typical of Berks County this June, beneficial all-day light to moderate rains of 0.7 to 1.8 inches from S to N within the County on the 9th staved off excessively dry ground conditions for much of the month.  Although this June brought typical thunderstorms, each thunderstorm episode was more miss than hit with the downpours.  As a result, abnormally dry grounds and stressed crops were reported over much of the County by the end of June.  While the downpours were brief and spotty, none were really extreme.  Where they did occur, they were not enough to push monthly rainfalls to 4.0 inches at any location within Berks.  The greatest one-day rainfall reported in Berks County this June was 2.10 a couple miles WNW of Birdsboro on Sunday the 13th.  Berks was not without severe thunderstorms this June.  A sudden thunderstorm struck the extreme southern County, including Morgantown, with extensive wind damage, medium-size hail, and around an inch of rain in less than a quarter hour during the early afternoon of Thursday the 24th.  Reading 4 SW felt only moderate gustiness from this storm and one or two others during June.
