Average 4-Inch Soil Temps hovered mostly in the mid 70s to the mid 80s but ranged from 68 on the 2nd to 88 on 16th. 
HIGHLIGHTS
The pattern of mostly above normal temperatures continued for yet another month, and the anomaly was robust enough to produce a second hottest July (to 1999 at 80.6) at 79.3 in 27 years of temperature records at Reading 4 SW and the fourth month of the last five of which the Reading area officially marked a top-ten warmest month in 113 years of record.  The average July temperature at the airport (RDG) computed to 78.8 which was tie for sixth hottest July.  July 1999 remains tied for third hottest at 79.0.  The very cool start already put this July out of reach from rivaling standout July 1955 which averaged 80.5.  But then the frequent, and on some days, intense heat that followed to near month’s end brought the average to a second-place level by the 29th.  Then alas, a moderately cool last two days dropped the average to the final sixth-place tie.  Temperatures reached triple digits for the first time since August 2002 with 100 at RDG and 99.4 at Reading 4 SW on the 5th.  The next two days brought highs of 102 and 101 at both RDG and Reading 4 SW.  And for Reading, it was only the second occurrence of three 100s in a row, the first occurring on July 2-4, 1966.  These days were three of 20 that reached at least 90 at both RDG and Reading 4 SW.  For Reading, 20 days tied two other months, Julys 1955 and 1999, for most such days in a calendar month.  Reading 4 SW posted 21 during July 1999.  This high count was in sharp contrast to July a year ago when it reached 90 on only one day at Reading 4 SW and no higher than 89 at RDG.
Although rainfall varied considerably across Berks County during July, the total of 5.44 at Reading 4 SW came very close to normal.  County July totals ranged from slightly under 3 inches to nearly 9 inches.  Countywide, the majority of rain fell between the 10th and 14th, and these timely rains brought at least temporary relief from parched grounds and intense heat.  Some areas, which received locally nearly 5 inches of rain within a day, absorbed the deluges favorably resulting in only minimal flooding.  Reading 4 SW received 4.64 of much needed rain during these five days including 2.37 on the 14th, but it was short of the record for that date.  Outside of these more widespread significant rainfalls, typical summer thunderstorms prowled on several days but whose downpours were more miss-than-hit.
