Average 4-Inch Soil Temps trended downward from the low 50s to the mid 40s during the month and ranged from 40 to 55 according to twice-daily observations.
HIGHLIGHTS
November 2010 was a rather ho-hum weather month at Reading 4 SW as precipitation totaled subnormal and temperatures averaged in the high-end normal range with no unusual warmth or cold.  After a soaking rain on the 4th, long dry periods followed and were interrupted by only a few light or moderate rainfalls.  One of those was punctuated by a thunderstorm, but one occurrence of thunder is typical for November.  Although temperatures began much on the chilly side, including the first autumnal freeze on the 2nd, seasonable to mild temperatures followed and dominated the remainder of the month to offset exactly the early chill by dawn of the last day.  Then a last day warm-up broke the tie to end the month very slightly warmer than normal.  Despite the high-end normal average, truly warm weather was absent.  The monthly high of 65 was the lowest November maximum at Reading 4 SW since 64 in November 1997 and far below the average November maximum of 73.  An approximately 3/4 majority of Novembers has reached at least 70 on at least one day in the Reading area.  On the cold side, the monthly low of 23 on the 29th is typical for November.  Overall, those long stretches of dry weather accompanied by mainly mild days resulted in a November which was favorable for gathering those millions of fallen leaves and for completing outdoor preparations for winter.  While mentioning winter, the first wintry precipitation fell during the forenoon of Thanksgiving Day as a slushy rain and sleet before becoming only rain shortly after 11 AM.  Afterwards, feeble snow flurries were observed with bright sunshine for a short time during the late morning of Saturday the 27th.  All of this wintry precipitation occurred while the temperature was close to 40; therefore, it melted immediately upon reaching the ground.  These early occurrences of snow and sleet are also typical for November.
