Average 4-Inch Soil Temps were mostly within the upper 60s to low 80s range and showed only a slight warming trend during the month.
HIGHLIGHTS
June was significantly warmer than average but not as much as it was June a year ago.  The warmth was keyed by a pair of upper 90s, 97 and 98 respectively on the 8th and 9th, both of which were Reading 4 SW records by beating the previous 95 and 97 which occurred most recently in 2008.  Officially for Reading (RDG), 96 on the 8th surpassed the 2005 record of 95, and 98 on the 9th equaled the 1933 record.  Additionally, the 95 on the 1st surpassed the Reading 4 SW 1986 record of 94 while 95 also at RDG surpassed the 1918 record of 94. Otherwise this June, temperature anomalies were rather modest.  As a result, unusually cool weather was absent and resulted in the first June with no heating degree days (base 65) in 28 years of record.  June 1995 had one, and June 1987 had two on one day.
To accompany the warmth, a rainfall pattern of frequent hit-or-miss thunderstorm downpours prevailed, which is typical for June.  However, at Reading 4 SW, like May, it was almost all miss.  The 2.56 total was nearly the lowest June total in Berks County.  As a result, rainfall totaled only slightly more than half normal despite ten different days in which thunder occurred within earshot.  The sole exception was a widespread thunderstorm event on the 11th which yielded 1.33, over half the rainfall for the entire month.  It surpassed a very weak Reading 4 SW record of 0.59 from 1991.  Even this soaking was modest compared to the Reading and Berks County area.  RDG netted 1.41 which surpassed a rather weak 1903 record of 1.15.  Nevertheless, this rainfall fell gently over several hours and brought what was to be only short-term relief from dry conditions which began to develop in late May.  These storms did bring torrential downpours to parts of Berks County.  The area near PA Route 724 between Gibraltar and Birdsboro, around 10 miles east of Reading 4 SW, collected about 4 inches of rain on the 11th.  Most areas of Berks County caught at least two of the downpours with some areas, even within 6 miles of Reading 4 SW, collecting nearly 5 to slightly over 5 inches during June, about double the Reading 4 SW total.  However, no really excessive month rainfall totals occurred in Berks County this June.
