Average 4-Inch Soil Temps showed a slight net rise, which is uncharacteristic for November, from the upper 40s to the low 50s from beginning to end and ranged rather tightly from the mid 40s to upper 50s during the month.
HIGHLIGHTS
A rather chilly first week with remnants of the rare 29 October snowstorm still around and an almost precipitation-free first half belied how mild and wet this November turned out to be, and which was entirely free of any new snow or sleet.  Although some warmth occurred early, including the month's high temperature of 74 on the 8th, mild to occasionally warm temperatures became more consistent during the final eleven days, which were freeze-free and when six of those final days had high temperatures in the 60s or 70.  An actual net warming trend is uncharacteristic of November.  Also uncharacteristically, this November's low temperature of 26 occurred during the first week, on the 6th.  Reading, PA (RDG) officially set three new high temperature records during this period: a high maximum of 65 on the 27th (64 in 1984), a high maximum of 69 on the 28th (67 in 1984, 1990, & 2005), and a high minimum of 53 on the 28th (50 in 2001).  These and a few other unseasonably warm days contributed to a tie with 1964 for 10th warmest November of the last 114 but much behind the 1931 standard of 51.2.  However, the recalcitrant trend to milder autumnal weather from late October through November should not have been a surprise.  This was repetition of weather history.  The anomalously early significant snowfalls during autumns of 1953 and 1979 were followed by several weeks of mostly warmer and nearly snowless weather during late autumn into early winter those years.
November's precipitation total of 4.82, which was all rain, virtually matched October's 4.84 and was moderately above normal.  But while October's was rather evenly distributed, nearly 98 percent of November's total fell during the second half and was accompanied by mainly mild temperatures.  The soaking of 2.69, which spanned the 22nd and 23rd, flooded some County roads, especially in areas where the soaking exceeded 3.00 inches.  Most monthly rainfall totals in Berks County fell within the range of 4.50 to 5.25, and Reading 4 SW was right in the middle of this pack.  However, Reading 4 SW yearly precipitation reached 58.92 as of 30 November but is among the lower yearly totals in Berks County and regional counties where many places reached the 65 to 75 range and where some stations have boasted a new high yearly precipitation record.  Even so, 2011 should become the fifth year of the last 29 to exceed 60 inches and could even threaten the yearly record of 66.73 from 2004 if December turns out quite wet.
