HIGHLIGHTS
After a wet and thundery start, June at Reading 4 SW soon reverted to the pre-Memorial Weekend trend of missed downpours and dry conditions by month’s end.  During the evening of Friday the first, Reading 4 SW was only a few miles east of the axis of heaviest rainfall where deluges of 3 to 4 inches occurred.  This nearby swath was wettest in Berks County this June with totals near or a bit over 5 inches.  After these early downpours, Berks County weather from a thunderstorm perspective turned docile which included missing a derecho which devastated areas from near the Maryland border on though the National Capital Area during the evening of Friday the 29th.  However, lightning was still prolific within the weak northern part of the convective complex which moved over the Reading area.  Besides, the dominance of above normal temperatures which prevailed during May switched to a dominance of below normal temperatures after the early-month thunderstorm downpours but then reverted back to frequent heat during the second half but not quite enough to offset all of the earlier coolness.  The heat culminated with a high of 97 on the 29th which was not quite of record high caliber as the “blowtorch” was not directly aimed this far north as it was to the near south where new record highs were common.  The derecho event struck the region which had the greatest anomalies of heat that day.  
With June rather less descript than usual, it might be more appropriate to recap the snow and heating years which ended on 30 June.  The final season total snowfall remained at 11.3 which is much below the normal of 29.2.  But the low total for this recent snow year was especially amazing considering that 5.5 of it accumulated in October, long before the first snowfall of this magnitude normally occurs and totaled more than all previous October snowfalls combined going back at least to 1869.  The heating degree-day (HDD) accrual ended at 3924, substantially below the previous lowest of 4381 from 2001-02 and even below the previous lowest for any floating 12 month period of 4222 from Jan 1998 to Dec 1998.  Much more recently, the 12-month period from Apr 2011 to Mar 2012 produced only 3890 HDD.   The corresponding floating 12-month average temperatures compute to 57.6 and 57.8 respectively, both which exceed the previous greatest floating 12-month average of 56.5 from Jan to Dec 1998.  Officially for Reading, the 2011-12 HDD season accrual of 4183 bettered the previous lowest of 4381 from 1948-49.  Further, the floating 12-month HDD from Apr 2011 to Mar 2012 totaled only 4163, and this corresponded with the new greatest 12-month average temperature of 57.0 which exceeded the previous greatest since at least 1898 of 56.6 from May 1949 to Apr 1950.
