HIGHLIGHTS
The wetness of October came to an abrupt end as November began in the wake of Superstorm Sandy.  Although lingering remnants of the big storm brought sprinkles to scattered areas during the first few days of November, November was to turn out very dry.  The November total of 1.17 became the least during 30 years of record.  Officially for the Reading area, 0.90 at RDG was the lowest November sum since a 0.69 sum in 1976.  Nearby Sinking Spring collected exactly 1.00, driest November there since 0.75 in 1976.  This November brought only two events with more than a hundredth of an inch, 0.80 during the overnight of the 12th/13th and 0.34 on Tuesday the 27th which fell mostly as wet snow.  A nor’easter, a little too far offshore, narrowly missed the Reading area during Wednesday the 7th, but it brought a very early substantial snowfall for the second consecutive year to areas to the east, especially northern New Jersey.  The Reading area got feeble sprinkles and flurries.  The long inch (1.2) of wet snow on the 27th is still rather early for at least an inch of snow and enough for sixth snowiest November of at least the last 30.

Not only did the prevailing weather turn dry this November, it turned also chilly.  While extremes of cold did not occur, persistence of moderately subnormal chill and very little warmth teamed to produce an average monthly temperature of 42.2, cold enough for fourth coldest of 29 and coldest since the trio of consecutive cold Novembers of 1995-1997, the three which were colder than this one.  Only four days reached at least 60, and one of those was only a predawn extension of warmth from the previous day during this November’s most substantial rainstorm.  With a maximum of 69.4 on the 12th, this November became only the sixth of 29 which failed to reach 70.   However, the rare mildness was well timed with highs of 67 on Veterans’ Day (actual), 69 on Veterans’ Day (observed on Monday the 12th), and 60 on Black Friday 23 November.  Thanksgiving Day, the 22nd, was sunny and tranquil, making it feel warmer than it really was. 
The dryness of November spoiled what could have been a really wet statistical autumn (months Sep-Oct-Nov) which reached 16.77 for eleventh wettest of 30 and much below the 21.29 sum from 2003.  Meanwhile, November’s chill approximately offset the mildness of September and October.  While the chill of November and the autumnal precipitation trend of this year mimicked those of 1976, the chill was not nearly as extreme as 36 years earlier and would not be expected to guarantee a frigid winter like that of 1976-77.
