HIGHLIGHTS
Mild temperatures dominated this January, although unusually warm weather did not occur until the 30th and then carried over till the predawn of the 31st.  The high of 67 on the 30th occurred under gray skies.  The high at RDG also was 67 and was 2 degrees short of the date record high of 69 from 1947.  That mark might have been surpassed had there been some sunshine.  Three mild low temperatures in the low 40s occurred on three consecutive days just before mid month but persistent fog prevented much temperature movement those days.  Harsh cold did not set in until the 22nd which was the first of six consecutive days with lows below 20 and five consecutive days with highs not exceeding 32.  And those were the only such days during the whole month.  This cold wave brought a fall of light snow, an inch, on the 25th and a minor accumulation during the early daylight of the 28th just before the return to mild and eventually warm temperatures.  Those were the only occurrences of measurable snow the entire month.  The high of 25 on the 22nd was the first not above freezing this cold season.  However, RDG reached only 32 on the 21st.  But that was still a new mark for the latest occurrence of a daily high temperature at or below freezing for the Reading area.  The previous latest was 14 January in 1975.  Both Reading 4 SW and RDG observed their first sub-20 temperature on the 22nd.  However, the latest occurrence of sub-20 remains 31 January in 1932.  The net result of the brief warmth, the six-day cold wave, and the mild or moderately cold weather the rest of the month was a January with a modest plus departure of 3.3 degrees.  
Precipitation was scant through most of the month until a soaking rain ensued during mid afternoon of the 30th, immediately after the month’s warmest temperature of 67 occurred, and continued into the predawn of the 31st.  Rainfall, which was almost equally distributed between the two calendar days, reached 2.47 at Reading 4 SW but reached near or slightly over 3.00 only a few miles to the south and southwest.  Temperatures in the upper 50s or low 60s accompanied most of the rain, but thunder was not observed.  Two moderate rainfalls shortly before and at mid month accounted for most of the remainder of this January’s precipitation total of 4.32 which is modestly above average.
