HIGHLIGHTS
Two words, warm and wet, would summarize June 2013 quite well at Reading 4 SW.  Unlike several recent months, significant to copious rains fell rather early in the month and continued frequently through the month with intervening dry periods of no more than four days in duration.  In all, 17 days brought measurable rainfall, which tied with three other Junes during the last 31 years for the most number of days with measurable precipitation, and at least one other day was a near miss.  Although rainfall was frequent and heavy at times, it was not enough to cause any worse than the minor street and field flooding which normally occurs several days per year.  Still, the monthly total of 8.15 was fifth wettest of 31 but less than half of what June 1972 brought to this area when moisture from TS Agnes brought about a foot of rain in addition to several other substantial rainfalls that month.  Moisture from TS Andrea did contribute slightly over 2 inches toward this June’s total during the 6th and 7th, then a non-tropical frontal wave brought about the same (2.11) only three days later.  June 10 brought 1.91 to the Reading Regional Airport (RDG) which marked the first official new date precipitation record for Reading since September 2011, bettering the 1.53 from 10 June 2007.  Meanwhile, some areas from the Delmarva Peninsula to the Delaware Valley to the New York City area collected much greater amounts from Andrea plus substantial contributions from other storms to produce totals of 10 to 14 inches, enough for either the wettest or second wettest June of many years of record.  The typical hit-or-miss character of June thunderstorms prevailed this June in Berks County but with no areas scoring direct hits really often resulting in no really outstanding June totals in Berks with the greatest around 9 inches.  Some areas of far western Berks County had less than 5 inches.
Temperature-wise, there was no unusual heat.   Four days with highs at or above 90, with a highest of 94, is typical.  The rain-cooled high of 66 on the 7th is not really unusual for early June, nor is the low of 51 which occurred on the 5th.  Frequent rainfall, high humidity, plenty of cloudiness, and no really strong incursions of air from Canada or the North Atlantic Ocean helped to keep temperatures within a narrow range, averaging moderately above normal overall.

The snow and heating years end on 30 June.  Snowfall ended at 15.5, slightly over half the average, with December and March contributing most of it.   The twelve months ending 30 June brought 4799 heating degree days, well below the average of 5037, but not nearly as few as last year’s record fewest of 3924.
