HIGHLIGHTS
Mild temperatures controlled this August, completely shutting out 90s which typically occur on at least a few days during August.  This August could boast a high of only 89 on two days.  Since 1983, Augusts of 1984, 1986, 1990, and 2008 also failed to reach 90, each with monthly highs of 89.  Several days scattered during the month were more typical of mid September including eight days with lows below 60 and twelve days with highs below 80.  A few days were humid, however, which resulted in lows no less than 70 on eight days, offsetting the cool lows such that the monthly average of the daily low temperatures was almost exactly normal.  Meanwhile, the monthly average of the daily high temperatures was substantially cooler than normal.  The low of 51 (52 at RDG) on Thursday the 15th narrowly missed the official Reading date record low of 50 from 1907.
Heavy rain during the morning of Tuesday the 13th was widespread over southeastern Pennsylvania and included a swath of 3 to 6 inches across southern Chester County to the western suburbs of Philadelphia.  The 2.75 amount at Reading 4 SW, almost all within four hours, represented 53 percent of the whole month’s total.  Otherwise, light to moderate rain or more-miss-than-hit downpour events occurred during many days.  With a few narrowly missed downpours, the total of 5.23 could have been substantially greater.  The heavy rain of the 13th coincided with torrential rain from Hurricane Connie moisture in 1955 and was not close to being a date record rainfall for the Reading area.
This statistical (meteorological) summer (months JJA) at Reading 4 SW featured frequent heat from the summer solstice through mid July which faded thereafter and more than 5 inches of rain all three months.  The three-month average temperature of 74.8 was slightly warmer than average but significantly less warm than the previous three summers.  The extreme temperatures of 51 and 97 were typical.  Temperatures reached at least 90 on 15 days which is significantly below the 30-year average of 21.  The three-month rainfall of 20.93 edged ahead of the same three months of 2007 (20.05) for third greatest summer rainfall of 31, slightly behind 2006 (21.46), but far behind the 27.58 of JJA 2004.  One daily rainfall of over 2.00 occurred all three months.
