HIGHLIGHTS
June 2014 at Reading 4 SW brought seasonably warm temperatures most days and the usual scattering of thunderstorms.  Actually, temperatures averaged slightly above normal despite about half the usual hot weather.  Less than usual leftover late spring coolness and the dominance of “mediocre” summer warmth slightly more than made up for the infrequent heat.  Although only three days reached at least 90, including a maximum of 92, days with lows at or below 50 and days with highs 70 or below were absent.  Usually, June brings a few of these cool days before summer warmth gains strong control.  Further, cooling degree days were about average at 234 while heating degree days were zero for only the second June.
The great majority of this June’s precipitation came from thunderstorms, which is typical for June.  Thunderstorms were in vicinity six days, which is average for June.  Long-duration rain of stratiform character was absent.  Thunderstorm downpours hit Reading 4 SW a few times while a few other downpours missed by rather short distances.  Therefore, a few thunderstorms were strong, but none were severe.  Scattered areas of Berks County, which were hit by downpours more often or for longer duration, received over 6 inches of rain during June, but no extreme rainfall totals occurred.  Meanwhile, some areas got less than 4 inches of rain for the month, but there were no really dry areas.
All in all, this June was devoid of any kind of extreme or severe weather at Reading 4 SW and most of Berks County.

The snow and heating years end on 30 June.  Snowfall ended at 55.3, almost double the average of 28.1, including the biggest storm of 14.0 on 12-13th February of which 13.5 fell on the 13th.   The twelve months ending 30 June brought 5568 heating degree days, much more than the 4799 of the previous 12 months and the most since 5667 during 2002-03.  The only other heating season out of 30 with more than this season is the record of 5880 during 1993-94.
