HIGHLIGHTS
July 2015 at Reading 4 SW was a mundane weather month with no large departures from normal, the usual scattering of thunderstorms but no really intense downpours.  Modest temperature extremes of 57/94 belied a cool Independence Day when the high was 73, which was cool enough to be the lowest high on the 4th of July during the 33 years of record at Reading 4 SW.  However, high temperatures on Independence Day were considerably cooler in 1982, 1979, and 1978.  The temperature reached at least 81 each day after the 4th.  However, only seven days reached at least 90, and not till the second half, and were three below the average of ten.  Five days dropped below 60, which is typical, but four of them were 59s with the low extreme of 57.  Eleven days had lows at or above 70 which is slightly more than usual.  Further, the month’s coolest and hottest were separated by only three days.  
The great majority of the 4.44 total rainfall was associated with thunderstorms.  However, the downpours which hit Reading 4 SW came mostly toward month’s end, were brief and not really intense, resulting in a somewhat subnormal total.  The 4.44 at Reading 4 SW was close to median rainfall in Berks County this July where totals ranged mostly between 3.00 and 6.25 inches.  While most thunderstorms in Berks County this July were non-severe, a complex of severe storms split north and south of Reading 4 SW during late afternoon of Thursday the 9th, especially along I-78 in northern Berks County where a high-end EF1 tornado touched down between Shartlesville and Hamburg, damaging a brick elementary school building severely enough to prompt school authorities to decide to demolish what was left standing and rebuild from scratch.
The snow and heating years ended on 30 June.  Snowfall ended at 39.0, approximately 10 inches above average.  Accumulating snow got an early start with 2.9 of slush (melted to 1.01) during the day before Thanksgiving.  After a long lull with little snow throughout December and the first half of January, snowfall came quite frequently from late January into early March with mostly light to moderate snowfalls and included a greatest fall of 7.8 on 5 March.  An encore snowfall of 4.5 came during the closing few hours of winter on 20 March, then it melted rapidly the first full day of spring, 21 March.  Heating Degree Days (HDD) with base 65 totaled 5441, well above the average of 5023 but below the 5667 of the 2013-14 HDD season.  The first HDD (7) came on 13 September, a rain-cooled day.  The final HHD (3) came on 4 June.  In between, the 1186 HDD during February was a new record high HDD total for that month.
