HIGHLIGHTS
November 2015 became a new warmest November at 49.6 during the last 32 years, edging over the 49.5 of November 2006 as mild to warm weather dominated while chills were brief and moderate.  Novembers 2001 and 2011 (49.3) and 2009 (48.8) make for a tight cluster rounding out the warmest five.  The three previous Novembers, 2012 to 1014, were abnormally cold.  Although this November placed warmest overall, one of those other warm Novembers still hold the top spot for the warmest average daily max and min temperatures.  The extreme max of 79 on Wednesday the 4th fell short of the 81 from 3 Nov 2003.  However, the min of 64 on Friday the 6th became a new highest November daily minimum in 32 years, topping the 61 from 21 Nov 1991.  This combined with a max of 76 produced a simple average of 70 for the day which topped the previous high daily average of 68 on two occurrences and 5 cooling degree days (CDD) which became the first CDD in November since 2003.  Of six Novembers with CDD, this November’s 5 is most.  Historically for Reading, this November’s average of 49.0 became fourth warmest of 118.  The warmest stands at 51.2 from 1931, and the highest daily max of 62 this November fell short of 65 on three occurrences, most recently in 1961.  Four CDD at RDG this November fell way short of 12 CDD during November 1950.  
Scant precipitation, totaling only 1.37, accompanied the warmth.  Only November 2012 had less at 1.17.  Soaking rains of 1.0 to 1.5 inches missed wide right by approximately 30 miles on the 19th.  Thus, only 0.34 fell to the NW of this soaking.  And a moderate rainfall of 0.71 on the 10th-11th remained the “best” of the month.  All of Berks County fell far short of normal precipitation with totals mostly within the ¾ to 1¾ range.  RDG had only 0.81 which was low enough for sixth least of 147 during which seven of the lowest ten occurred more than 80 years ago, the driest of 0.36 (and also the warmest) in 1931.  And the most recent drier November was 1961 with 0.69.  Snow and sleet was totally absent, even on high terrain, this November, which was in sharp contrast to the two previous Novembers when substantial snow accumulations came unusually early.
Statistical (meteorological) autumn (calendar months SON) 2015 turned out warmer than average at 58.4 (+3.1), keyed by 2nd warmest September and warmest November; and drier than average at 10.14 (-3.51).  Overall, it was 3rd warmest of 32 and 13th driest of 33.  The warmest was 95 on 8 and 9 September; the coolest was 26 on 23 and 25 November.  And the biggest rainstorm was 2.04 on 12 September.  First freeze occurred on 19 October (28).  Autumn 2015 was snowless.
