HIGHLIGHTS
June 2016 was dominated by seasonable early-summer warmth.  That combined with a little late-spring coolness and a few days of low heat produced an average temperature of 72.6 which is slightly above normal.  The monthly high/low of 93/49 were non-extreme.  The 93 was the hottest of four days which soared to 90 or above, and the 49 was the coolest of five days which dipped to 55 or below.  Those highest and lowest temperatures were separated by less than 60 hours.  Two rain-cooled days had highs below 70.  Meanwhile, no calendar days stayed at or above 70, though two overnights did including an early morning low of 79 on the 12th.  Last June (2015) was similar with an average temperature of 72.4 including a monthly high and low of 93 and 52 respectively.
June, with the strong seasonal sun, is often the most convectively active month of the year.  Seven days with thunder and ten days with measurable rainfall were close to average.  However, actual rainfall was far below average with only 1.76 total due to the all-miss of the hit-or-miss character of prolonged thunderstorm downpours.  All of the thunder was distant.  The 1.76 total was the lowest June rainfall total since 1.48 in 1991, and only 1.33 in 1988 and 1.15 in 1986 were lower during 34 years at Reading 4 SW.  Berks County June rainfall totals ended mainly between 1.5 and 3.5 inches, all subnormal, with the greatest near Lebanon County, closer to the State Capital Area where June totals were above normal including Harrisburg’s 4.46 (+0.86).  Officially for Reading, RDG totaled similarly at 1.82 which was not quite among the ten driest Junes in 147 years.  The most recent ten-driest June was 1988 with 1.17 at eighth place.  June 2015 at Reading 4 SW was much wetter at 8.21.  But that paled in comparison to some areas in the Middle Atlantic States Region where totals over 10.00 were common.

Snowfall 0.0  – Snow was never observed here during June.

The 2015-16 snow and heating seasons ended 30 June.  Measurable snow did not come till 12 January with 0.9 inch, and snowfall frequency was much less than average.  However, the season totaled above average at 35.2 (+6.3) because it was bolstered by a 27-inch colossus in slightly more than 24 hours spanning 22-23 January.  This big dig-out was the only snowfall in which shoveling was needed.  The final measurable (or any) snowfall came late, 0.5 inch on 9 April.  The heating season accrued only 4286 heating degree days (HDD), which is much below the average of 5026.  Warm months of September, November, December, and March contributed much fewer HDD than their respective averages while only January and May contributed somewhat more HDD than their respective averages.
