HIGHLIGHTS
July 2016, which was dominated by seasonable or greater warmth, heat with only a few cooler days, averaged to 79.0 (+3.0), good for 6th hottest of 33 at Reading 4 SW and hottest since 79.8 of July 2012.  However, that was well short of the 81.1 average of July 2011 but significantly above the 76.1 average of July 2015.  Seventeen days heated to 90 or above, which came in streaks of three, five, and then nine, and included a maximum of 99 (actually 99.3) on Saturday the 23rd.  This 90s count was matched with 17 days (not all the same days) which failed to cool below 70, including a highest minimum of 76 on Friday the 15th.  None of these toasty temperatures set new records at Reading 4 SW.  The maximum of 99 was the hottest since 102 on 7 July 2012.  Results at RDG were similar where the monthly average temperature of 78.6 tied July 1921 for tenth hottest of 119, keyed also by seventeen 90-days which featured a maximum of a non-record 98 on the 23rd.  However, a 96 on the 24th tied a record high for that date, and 97 on the 25th edged over by one degree the record high for that date.  At Reading 4 SW, only one day, 78 on the 2nd, failed to warm to 80, and two lows of 59 on the 3rd and 11th were the only two days which cooled below 60.  
July continued the scattered character of heavy downpours and again was nearly all miss at Reading 4 SW.  Thunderstorms prowled the immediate vicinity or nearby areas on at least eight days, and one significant rainstorm of 1.01” during the overnight of 4-5 July, occurred without thunder.  The greatest rainstorm of the month of 1.34” occurred over 6 hours ending toward dusk on Saturday the 30th and contained little thunder.  Some nearby areas collected about 2.00” from this event.  The monthly rainfall total at Reading 4 SW of 4.49” was subnormal by nearly an inch and was one of the lowest in Berks County where most areas collected 5.0” to 7.5” during the month.  However, a few areas got 3-point-something including 3.97” at RDG.  Due to the scattered character of downpours, some of the greatest and least monthly totals were marbled close together.  July opened with Reading 4 SW at the northern edge of a heavy thunderstorm with 0.59, but 1 inch or more 1 to 2 miles to the south.  Then light rain Independence Day evening escalated to heavier rain later at night.  One area fireworks display was launched in light rain while another display was postponed.  Abnormally parched conditions developed afterward till significant rains brought limited relief late in the month.   Last July (2015) yielded a virtually equal total of 4.44” with the greatest daily amount also on the 30th.
