HIGHLIGHTS
As of predawn on Tuesday the 29th, with only 0.69” of precipitation and less than 48 hours to go in the month, November 2016 appeared poised to become the driest November in at least 34 years at Reading 4 SW.  That was not to be.  The first soaking rainstorm in two full months was about to get underway and deliver 2.49” of much needed rain.  The rainstorm came in two parts of over an inch each and were separated by nearly 24 hours with very little rain.  Nevertheless, these rainy episodes catapulted the monthly total to 3.10”, enough not to be one of the driest Novembers but still 1.03” subnormal.  November was the third month of the last five to stage a rainfall rally at month ending.  As a result, last November (2015) remains second driest at 1.37”.   Historically at Reading (RDG), there have been ten Novembers with total precipitation of less than 1.00” during the last 148 years, the most recent being 1976 with 0.69”.  RDG’s precipitation this November jumped from 0.47” to 2.65” the last two days.  November precipitation totals in Berks County ended mostly between 2.75” and 3.50”.  The first wintry precipitation of this young snow season occurred after dusk of Saturday the 19th with a mix of rain, sleet, and wet snow then was followed by occasional wet flurries the next day and was typical for November.  Ironically, this first snow, which was sub- to minimally measurable in Berks County, came within four hours of 70-degree warmth.  A sharp cold front and trailing moisture brought this drastic change in weather.  Last November was snowless.

Temperature-wise, this November averaged moderately warmer than normal at 47.1 as any arctic incursion was absent, but was not nearly as warm as the 49.6 average of last November.  Temperatures reached the low 70s on four different days.  While there were no unusual extremes of warmth or cold, mild temperatures dominated as high pressure systems dominated which allowed many frosty mornings.  However, some of those frosty starts were followed by strong rebounds such as a high of 70 after a low of 31 on the 8th.  Six days featured rebounds of at least 30 degrees.  In contrast on the 30th, a lingering stationary front nearby and associated moisture kept the diurnal range at 4 degrees, including a low of 54 which was the warmest daily low of a month in which one of the coldest would be much more likely on its final day.  The 21st also had a range of only 4.
Statistical (meteorological) autumn (months SON) 2016 averaged 58.4 (+3.1) in temperature, tied with 2015 for 3rd warmest, and with 8.91” (-4.74”) precipitation, 5th driest, and with a trace of snow.  Temperatures ranged from 95 on 8, 10 September to 26 on 23 November.  Rainiest day was 1.95 on 19 Sept.
