HIGHLIGHTS
The final coolness of spring dominated the first nine days which is typical.  Lows of 48 on two different days and one day held below 70 at 68 are also typical.  Then summery temperatures dominated the remainder of the month, including a moderate heat wave with highs of 93, 93, and 96 on the 11th through 13th plus three more isolated highs of 90 or 91.  Reading (RDG) officially marked 93 and 96 on the 12th and 13th which tied record highs for those dates.  The record of 93 has been a very weak record high and has now occurred on 12 June on five different years.  Almost similarly, 96 has occurred on 13 June on four different years.  Ironically, the warmest minimum temperature of 73 (72 at RDG) tied a record high minimum for 14 June, one day following the heat wave.  The heat slightly overcame the early-month coolness for a final average temperature of 72.4, which is of high-end normal magnitude.  A year ago, June 2016 averaged closely at 72.6 with extremes of 49 and 93.

Precipitation (rainfall) amounted to a moderately above-normal total of 6.50 (plus 1.69) and was helpful in reducing the long-term precipitation deficit.  While one wet episode came rather early in the month, a few moderate to heavy rainfalls came after the midpoint to month’s end after a rather long dry period.  A few strong thunderstorms or intense downpours occurred, but those more extreme conditions were short in duration.  During Friday/Saturday 23-24 June, 2.33 fell within 24 hours as at least four separate downpours but with ample time in between each for beneficial infiltration and absorption which alleviated excessive runoff.  Amazingly, RDG collected exactly the same amounts both days where the 1.35 on the 24th bettered a very weak rainfall record for that date.  A year ago, rainfall of only 1.76 accrued during June 2016 including only 0.59 in any 24-hour period.  In Berks County, based on preliminary reports, June rainfall totals ranged from 3.73 to 7.89 with greatest totals over interior northeastern Berks and the least over southeastern Berks County.  RDG had 5.27.

SNOW AND HEATING YEAR SUMMARY
The snow and heating years ended 30 June.  Snowfall mounted to moderately short of normal at 22.0 (-7.2), keyed by one major winter storm of about a foot (11.8) of snow/sleet on 13-14 March.  Heating Degree Days (HDD) ended at 4387 (-633).  Most of the HDD deficiency resulted from the warmest February on record.  HDD began late with 6 on 25 September and ended normally with 3 on 8 June.
