HIGHLIGHTS
The pleasantries of October continued a few more days into November when two more days with high temperatures in the 70s occurred including the month’s maximum of 75 on Friday the 2nd.  The mid-autumn warmth began to crumble the evening of the 6th after a high of 68.  Then a cold rain, and even a little sleet during afternoon of the 7th marked the beginning of a siege of chill which was to endure much of the remainder of the month.  The chill was keyed by two frigid lows of 23 late evening of the 10th and 20 early morning of the 11th.  Officially at Reading (RDG), these were record lows of 20 (21 from 2003) and 18 (18 from 1973), and that 18 also tied the earliest in fall the temperature dipped that low in 120 years of record.  Veterans’ Day temperatures (20/40, 18/39 RDG) were near normal for MLK Day when the normal curve is near bottom.  The first freezing temperature of fall finally came during dusk of the 10th, two weeks later than average, near the beginning of that arctic blast.  Same arctic blast took the running average temperature from much above normal to moderately subnormal by midmonth.  A relaxation of the chill and then some mildness after midmonth brought some recovery so that November ended at minus 0.7 with a final average of 44.1 (43.0 RDG).  The average of the maximums (54.5) ended at plus 0.4 while the average of the minimums (33.7) ended at minus 1.9.  November 2016 was considerably warmer with a final average of 47.1.
The mild start to this November was peppered with occasional showers and drizzle.  But this dampness detracted little from this otherwise pleasant mid-autumn stretch as these rains were mainly light and brief.  Precipitation totaled 2.20 which is only 53 percent of normal and was keyed by a moderate rainstorm of 1.03 from midday of the 18th into early morning of the 19th and also 0.55 afternoon of the 7th.  The earlier of those brought the first occurrence of frozen precipitation of the season, though a feeble amount but rather early for the first occurrence and the only occurrence all month.  November 2016 brought a moderately subnormal 3.10 which included a trace of snow.  Most areas of Berks County had November totals within the 1.75 to 2.25 range.  RDG had 1.79.

Statistical (meteorological) autumn (months SON) 2017 averaged 57.7 (+2.4) in temperature with 8.97” (-4.68”) precipitation and with a trace of snow.  Temperatures ranged from 92 on 25 September to 20 on 11 November.  Rainiest day was 1.15 on 29 October.  Frequent thunderstorm downpours of summer (JJA) shut down completely after two more thunder occurrences on 5 and 13 September.
