HIGHLIGHTS
June 2018 was moderately wetter than normal at Reading 4 SW and was keyed by a drenching cold-season type rainstorm from Sunday evening the 10th into the wee hours of the 11th.  Only occasional light rain fell earlier that Sunday.  Altogether, 3.55” fell at Reading 4 SW with the great majority falling within 8 hours.  Despite the large amount, there was no thunder.  And temperatures during the rain slipped from the low 60s to the upper 50s.  The axis of heaviest rain set up 2 to 4 miles south of Reading 4 SW where amounts of 4 to 5 inches were common with locally higher amounts of 6-some.  Meanwhile, just to the north, Reading (RDG) officially collected only 2.13.  Substantial rains fell also on Sunday the 3rd (0.96) with no thunder and during predawn of Thursday the 28th (1.02), mainly from a heavy thunderstorm, part of a warm front complex which deluged areas 20-some miles N and NW of Reading 4 SW with 3 to as much as 6.6 inches.  Last June (2017) brought a similar total (6.50), mostly from thunderstorms.  Rainfall totals in Berks County ranged from about 2” eastern corner to around 12” extreme west, most between 4” and 7”.  RDG totaled 4.28.
This June began very warm, ended hot, and contained some heat in between, including the monthly high of 95 on Monday the 18th which is typical for a June high.  However, coolness dominated slightly producing an average temperature of 71.1 which is low-end normal.  Every daily high was at least 72, despite two Sunday daytimes falling through the 60s after predawn highs of 72 or 73.  But a few daily lows were in the low 50s or even upper 40s, including the month low of 47 on Tuesday the 12th, which is typical for a June low, even though the previous occurrence at least that cool in June was in 2009.  June 2017 was warmer at 72.4 with low/high of 48/96.  The RDG June average was 71.3.

SNOW AND HEATING YEAR SUMMARY

The snow and heating years ended 30 June.  Snowfall totaled 41.6, well above the normal of 29; and 23.4 of it accumulated outside of winter.  The 13.9 which fell after 20 March became a new snowiest spring for RDG, surpassing 10.5 from 1982.  Despite the high total, rapid melting usually quickly followed snow accumulations, resulting in mainly very brief coverings.    Heating Degree Days (HDD) ended at 4965 (-55).  Higher HDD counts in Nov, Dec, Jan, Mar, Apr were offset by lower HDD counts during other months.  First HDD came early with 3 on a rain-cooled 30 Aug.  Last HDD came on 12 June with 3 which is typical.
