HIGHLIGHTS
October 2018 at Reading 4 SW was the first month which ended below normal in precipitation since March at 2.77.  All other months in 2018 ended wetter than normal bolstering a yearly total through October at 65.66, which is slightly short of the record in 36 years for a whole year at 66.73 in 2004.  There were still twelve days with measurable rain, but most were paltry.  And the greatest storm was exactly 1.00 which spanned the 26th-27th and mainly during the overnight.  Most reporting station in Berks County collected in the range of 2.0 and 4.5 with the greatest over the north-central part of the county.  Officially, Reading (RDG) had one of the lowest at 2.01.  Reading 4 SW was also rather dry last October (2017) at 3.21.

Temperatures during October were a little more exciting in that the month was bipolar. The first eleven days were mostly like summer with six daily maximums in the 80s, including the highest of 84 on the 7th.  However, the more anomalous warmth was in the minimum temperatures which included six daily minimums, all consecutive, in the mid or upper 60s.  The minimums of 68 and 69 on the 10th and 11th respectively matched the official minimums at RDG and tied record high minimums for those dates during 121 years of record.  The remainder of October was much cooler, but not really extreme.  Nevertheless, warmth was not to return until the final afternoon and evening in which extra layers were not needed for trick-or-treat attire.  Despite a few chilly days, temperatures stayed above freezing, sinking to a monthly low of 34 on the 19th.  The first freezing temperature occurs on the 25th on average.  Some normally colder outlying areas did sink to freezing or slightly below on up to a few nights.  The aforementioned rainstorm was chilly with a range of slightly over 2 degrees between 44 and 47 on the 27th.    Although the cool part was longer than the warm part, it was not enough to offset the early warmth, ending in a monthly average of 57.4 (+2.8).   October 2017 at Reading 4 SW was even warmer at 60.8, which was third warmest October of the last 35.
