HIGHLIGHTS

Temperatures warmer than average dominated April 2026 and resulted in a final average of 57.0 degrees (+3.9), good to tie 2023 for third warmest April during last 42 years.  April 2026 marked the fifth consecutive April to average warmer than the 1991-2020 30-year average of 53.1.  April warmth was frequent during but not limited to the middle days of the month.  Six consecutive days from 13th through 18th warmed to at least 80 and keyed by highs of 90 and 92 on the 15th and 16th, both new date record highs and hottest since 93 on both 26, 27 April 2009.  Also, this warm spell contained lows of 61, 63, 60 on 15th, 16th, and 17th.  The most recent 90-day in April was 91 on 29 April 2024.  The earliest 90-days remain 6 and 7 April 2010 with 90 both days.  Warmth struck early with highs of 81 and 85 on 1st and 4th respectively, the latter a new date record high.  Modest cooling occurred between the two.  This warm April was not without some chill, including abrupt changes between warmth and the chill, due to both contrasting air mass changes and large diurnal ranges.  The 5th to 9th were chilly, keyed by a low of 28 on the 8th, which is not unusual that early in April.  Soon after the long warm spell, a new month lowest of 27 occurred early on the 21st.   This marked a new coldest for so late in spring during the last 42 years.  Then warmth returned quickly with highs of 81 on both 23rd and 24th.  However, the corresponding lows were cool at 45 and 47 respectively.  The previous cool snap and the final six days were cool enough to drag down the plus departure from nearly 7 degrees as of the 18th to the final 3.9 degrees above normal.  The coolest daily high of 53 on the 7th was rather mild as many Aprils had at least one day that stayed below 50.  April 2025 also ended warmer than average at 55.3 (+2.2) with extremes of 28/84.  Officially for Reading PA (RDG), April 2026 averaged slightly warmer at 57.2 with extremes of 29/91.  Reading officially set new record highs on the same days as did Reading 4 SW according to continuous temperature records back to 1898.

April precipitation of 2.90” (-1.25) was moderately deficient and contained five one-day or 24-hour periods with nearly 1/2 to 3/4 inch of rain, greatest 0.72” on the 25th.  However, a 13-day period from 6th through 18th brought zero or only traces of rain.  Thunder was inaudible right here but only slightly beyond earshot on three different days.  Large pea-size (1/3”) hail briefly pelted during late afternoon of the 19th.  And graupel was observed on the 20th nearby but not right here while the temperature was around 50 degrees.  April 2025 delivered 3.39”.  April 2026 rainfall totals in Berks County fell mostly in the range of 2.5 to 3.0”, including 2.52” at RDG, but amounts as low as 1.8” within SE Berks and up to around 3.5” over north-central townships.
