The Royal Oak dates from around the

15th Century and was recorded as a pub
by 1772. The interior is well preserved in 7
a1930s Tudor style.
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6 Bishopgate Street, York YO23 1JH
Vitorian corner steet pub from 1861 with
one of the most well preserved 1930s
remodelled interiors in the country.
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75 George Street, York YO1 9PT
A tradtional 1830s Victorian built pub
which retains its historial character
from a late 19th Century refit which has
@ been well conserved over the years.
