A COMBINATION OF FACTORS AT WORK

Scare tactics work. If you can make someone believe a thing will harm them, or that another person is out to get them while the messenger has only that receiver’s best interests at heart, the message tends to work.

Thus, the global Covid-19 pandemic has become politicized in the current climate – especially here in the United States. It’s an election year. There are candidates on both sides. There are experts saying this, and experts saying that. There are studies that have come out on social distancing, masks, washing hands.

And yes, there are propaganda images. Phase 4 doesn’t want to tell you what to believe and what not to believe. Phase 4 does want to inform. Take the image we’ve shown you here. Many medical experts have said that masks have some effect on the spread of viruses like Covid-19. But the scenarios put forth by the poster here, where someone without a mask has a 70 percent chance of infection versus someone with a mask only has a 1.5 percent chance, have no real basis in fact. No study that Phase 4 currently is aware of (and we continue to look) has established such numbers.

All we ask is that instead of blindly following, that as citizens you ask questions.

As early as July, published articles have reported that no one measure or protocol alone will stem the tide of a pandemic. It takes a combination of efforts by the citizenry. Social distancing helps. Washing hands helps. Masks also can help, especially to keep particulates from those infected from being transmitted to those who don’t already have the virus.

As early as June 26, 2020, Nina Bai posted an article with four UC-San Francisco experts discussing the science behind how masks aid in the prevention of the Corona virus. If you follow the link to that article, you will notice that the experts say it still is necessary to social distance and wash hands. Again, it takes a combination of efforts.

All of these efforts have been enacted here in Washington state. The protocols are in place. The next question we all should be asking, then, is why certain entities are allowed to be open while others are not?
