Judge: This year's show judge is Jack Rasmussen, Director and Curator of the American University Museum at
the Katzen Arts Center, Washington, DC, since it opened in 2005. A native of Seattle, Rasmussen has lived in
the area since 1973. He was Assistant Director of the Washington Project for the Arts, owner of the Jack
Rasmussen Gallery, and Executive Director of Maryland Art Place in Baltimore. He currently serves as Chair of
the Maryland State Arts Council.

Entry Conditions:
**Please note that we have capped the number of pieces of art at 450 and will close registration when we reach
that number, even if it is before March 6. Register as early as you can!

1. This is a community art show and is open to artists who live within a 50-mile radius of the Club. We charge
artists no sales commission on works they sell during the show.

2. Entry fees (nonrefundable): $7.00 per mini and $14.00 per entry for all other categories.

3. ENTRY DEADLINE: Friday, March 6 or as soon as 450 entries have been accepted. As we approach March
6, check our website at www.wcccmaryland.org to find out if entries are still being accepted.

4. Maximum size for a Mini is 8 x 10 inches. Maximum size for others is 34 x 36. Sizes include the frame.
5. Photography: Please indicate on the registration form if a photograph has been digitally enhanced.

6. Up to 6 Mini works (8 x 10, including frame) may be submitted. A total of 4 others may be submitted, with
a maximum of 2 in any single category.

7. All entries must be original work and securely framed, with wire attached for hanging. Gallery wrapped
canvas with wire is accepted.

8. Attach a card to the back of each entry with: artist name, phone number, title of work, category, and price.

9. Deliver of your art. Bring your art to the Woman's Club on Wednesday April 1, between 9:30 am and 12
noon or between 6:00 and 7:30 pm. There is ample free parking behind the Club off Dunlop Street.

10. Pick up art entries on Sunday, April 5, between 5 and 7 pm. Entries may NOT be removed prior to 5 PM.
Note that there is a late pickup fee of S10 per day for entries not picked up by 7 pm Sunday, April 5.

Important Dates for Artists

Tuesday, January 21 — First day to submit entries for the show. Artists must use the Call for Entries
form. Incomplete forms will not be accepted.

Friday, March 6 or before — Last day to submit entries. We will accept 450 works of art; the cutoff for
entries may occur before March 6. As we approach March 6, check our website at
www.wcccmaryland.org to find out if entries are still being accepted.

Registration closing date: We will notify artists whose entries we receive after registration has closed
if and only if they provide us with an email address or phone number.

Wednesday, April 1 — Artists deliver artwork to the clubhouse from 9:30 — noon or 6:00 — 7:30 pm.
Please note: there will be no admission to the check-in stations prior to 9:30. No early birds, please!
Friday, April 3, 7-9 pm - Champagne reception for Club members, artists, and guests of the artists.
Sunday, April 5 — Artists pick up their work between 5 and 7 pm. We encourage you to avoid the long
lines at 5 pm by arriving later in the 5-7 pm pickup window.

7-9 pm, Friday, April 3

8:00 pm: Recognition of the award winners and Judge Jack Rasmussen's commentary

Open to Club members, artists, and their guests. Note that the reception is not open to the public.
Artists are entitled to one reservation at S5, if payment is included with the Call for Entries form.

Admission costs $10 per person for all others, whether by reservation or paid at the door. Artists who
do not have a reservation will be charged $10 at the door.

Requirements for the artwork

All entries must be original work and securely framed. Gallery wrapped canvas with wire attached for
hanging is acceptable.

Photography: Please indicate on the registration form if a photograph has been digitally enhanced.
Maximum size for a Mini is 8 x 10 inches. Maximum size for others is 34 x 36. Size includes the frame.
Attach a card on the back of each entry with: artist name, title of artwork, category, and price. The
categories are: Acrylic, Mini, Mixed Media, Oil, Pastel, Photography, Portrait, Print and Drawing, and
Watercolor.

We suggest you make a copy of your registration form before mailing so that you can refer to it later.

Charges for Late Art Pickup

We recognize that it is sometimes difficult for artists to pick up their art between 5 and 7 pm on the final day
of the show. Unfortunately, we do not have the staffing or the storage facilities to keep art for later pickup.
Artists who do not pick up their art by Sunday at 7 pm will incur a charge of $10 per day for each day the art
remains at the Club. If someone other than the artist will be picking up the artwork, please let us know at the
time of check-in or by email no later than Saturday at 5 pm. (betsanford@verizon.net)

Payment to artists for art sold

Artists will receive payment for art purchased by cash or check when they check out on Sunday between 5 and
7 pm. Checks for payments made by credit card will be mailed to artists within 10 days of the show's close.
