August Themes

getting to know each other! Our class theme
will be Nursery Rhyme Weeks Aug
16th-27th. We will have fun with rhymes,
dramatic play, manipulatives, art and more.

What does parent
participation look like?

As each class begins, the children
proceed to wherever and whatever their
brain is directing them. The preschool,
inside and outside, is filled with
opportunities and materials for the
children to engage with. The
responsibility of the Staff and Parents is
to create a rich environment for the
children, to arrive on time, ready and
prepared to supervise their play as the
children immediately fill every part of the
preschool — inside the preschool and in
the play yard.

We believe that having parents share in
the experience of TNS is the best way to
support the whole child. We ask parents
to work 1 or 2 days a month (depending
on your plan) in the classroom. Parents
are scheduled during the same school
hours as their child.

We are committed to the parent
participation model as we find it the most
valuable way to connect with families
while honoring the developmental needs
of young children. We believe
participation builds community. It models
to the children the importance of

working together and it instills in them
the sense of “belonging.”
