STATEMENT OF FAITH

Doctrinal Statement

The Church - We believe in the local church, consisting of a company of professing, born-again believers in
Jesus Christ, immersed on a credible confession of faith, and associated for worship, work and fellowship. We
believe that to those local churches we are committed, for perpetual observance of the ordinances of baptism
and the Lord's Supper, and that God has laid upon these churches the task of proclaiming to a lost world the
acceptance of Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, and the enthroning of Him as Lord and Master. Its scriptural
officers are pastors and deacons. While both men and women are gifted for service in the church, the office of
pastor is limited to men as qualified by Scripture.

Eternal Security - We believe in the eternal security of all blood-bought individuals or believers and that
such inheritance is incorruptible, and undefiled, and that each believer is kept by the power of God and
nothing can separate us from Him, ourselves included. We believe that believers can lose the joy of fellowship
with God, can grieve God and can quench the Spirit of God in him or her, but not lose his/her salvation. John

World Evangelism - We believe that the apostolic office ceased with the death of the Apostles. We believe
that it is His church that He promised continual existence, to continue the work He started until He comes
again.

priests of God. The Lord Jesus Christ has commanded the preaching of the gospel to all nations. It is the

duty and privilege of every follower of Christ and of every church of the Lord Jesus Christ to endeavor to
make disciples of all nations.
