¶ BeerðIn the past it was a safe alter-
native to drinking water and on long 
voyages, sailors obtained vitamins 
from it. It is made from water and 
fermented grains. It was discovered 
in Turkey & Egypt around 6000 BC. 

¶ It was considered ñliquid breadò by 
monks in the Middle Ages.  The 
Bavarian Reinheitsgebot law of 
1516 set requirements that only 
barley, hops & water could be used 
in brewing beer. 

¶ There are over 19,000 breweries in 
209 countries today. Some of the 
oldest breweries are; Weihenstephan 
(1040) in Germany,  Weltenburg 
Abbey (1050) in Germany, Affligem 
(1074) in Belgium, Hofbrauhaus of 
Fresing (1160) in Germany, Hofstet-
ten (1229) in Austria, Boten (1266) 
in Germany, Augustiner Brªu (1328) 
in Germany, Brand Beer (1340) in 
Netherlands and Stella Artois (1366) 
in Belgium.
