BACKGROUND
The Colusa Cemetery District incurs ongoing electricity costs associated with operating district facilities including the office, maintenance equipment, irrigation systems, lighting, and other infrastructure located at the district property at 1974 Wilson Avenue, Colusa, California.

In an effort to reduce long-term utility expenses and improve energy efficiency, the District issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the design and installation of a solar energy system.

Qualified contractors were invited to submit proposals for a turnkey system including system design, permitting, installation, and commissioning.
PROJECT DETAILS
The proposed project includes:
• Review of the Request for proposals (RFP)
• Design and installation of a solar system 
• Electrical interconnection with the utility provider
• Monitoring system for energy production
• All required permits and inspections
• System testing and commissioning

The project will comply with California prevailing wage requirements pursuant to Labor Code Sections 1720 et seq.

The District may also pursue applicable state and federal energy grants or incentives that could reduce the overall project cost.
FISCAL IMPACT
Total project cost: $175,000.00

Funding for the project will come from [District funds / capital improvement funds / grant-solar rebate funding if applicable].

The solar installation is expected to reduce the District’s annual electricity costs and provide long-term operational savings.
