 What is the Churches Official Position Concerning 

Abstinence During the 40 days of Lent? 

Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged 

to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. In addi-

tion, all Catholics 14 years old  and older must ab-

stain from meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and 

all the Fridays of Lent.  

Fasting on these days means we can have only one 

full, meatless meal.  Some food can be taken at the 

other regular meal times if necessary, but combined 
they should be less than a full meal.  Liquids are al-

lowed at any time, but no solid food should be con-

sumed between meals.
