The Area 6 intermediate dressage competition
was held at Wellington Riding, Hook on
Sunday 11" October.

The Club had a brilliant day of competition
with eight members riding in ten classes. Our
team of three riders: Lindsay Corrigan &
Manhattan TC in Novice 28, Antonia Thoday
& Danesbrook Jubilee Flyby in Novice 34 &
Diane Hunt & Cotswold Odysean in
Elementary 42. Our team of 3 finished in 9"
place overall out of 19 teams!.
Lindsay Corrigan finished in 5" place in N 28
as an individual.

Riders from Area 6, 10, 11 & 13 who were
placed 1% — 5™ in classes at their Area DTM
competition for Intro, Prelim Novice,
Elementary & Medium qualified for the
Championships.

Anna Smallwood & Cut Diamond rode a very
nice Novice test. Their music included
Midnight in Moscow by Kenny Ball for trot,
Jeeves & Wooster theme for canter.

Anna finished with 4™ place on a score of
69.44%. Such a lovely surprise as Diamond is
an eventer & rarely does posh dressage.

In the elementary music class Diane Hunt & 19
year old Cotswold Odysean did a steady test &
finished in 8" place with music from Herb
Albert & Tijuana brass.
