Orientation will be held on Monday, June 18, 2018. 
The program runs from June 18, 2018 through August 10, 2018.  
Interns will receive a stipend in the amount of $1,000 after successful completion 
of the program. Students are responsible for their own housing, transportation 
and insurance. 
 
Requirements 

• Work 100 hours minimum in your assigned office. 
The hours are flexible depending on the placement office and must be 
distributed over the length of the internship program. 

• Register ten (10) people to vote.  
• Attend mandatory API International Leadership Conference on August 3-5, 

2018 at UC Berkeley. 
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Requirements (con’t) 
• Attend Ambassador Leadership Program workshops. Workshops include 

leadership training, public speaking, voter’s registration, personal finance, 
project assignments and guest speakers.  

• Attend weekly meetings with coaches/mentors 
• Complete forty (40) community service hours. 
• Submit a weekly journal for the duration of the internship program. 
• Complete an evaluation form after finishing your requirements.
