State Fair performance: Vise Mann
-Dance practices have begun at Luther Burbank High School.

-Vise is still waiting for a performance date from the State Fair. Our preference is Saturday, 7/21/18 during the lunchtime or later in the afternoon.

Health and Wellness Event on Saturday June 30th, 2018: Lucy Oback/’Ofa Mann
-Ofa shared that the park, stage, tables/chairs, pop up tents have been secured through the CSD grant. Republic Services is again this year for $1,000. Lisa Avila already ordered the large canopy with 75 chairs. She will also provide recycle/trash containers for the event. 

-John Mann, Chair submitted a request for sponsorship from Kaiser Permanente. Ofa received a call from Kaiser Permanente. Even though KP no longer supports health fairs, the representative will bring the request forward. 

-John has contacted 24 Hour Fitness, Sutter Health, and others. He will call for a meeting next week to update the board. 

-Rod Brewer of CSD has been instrumental in helping TOFA get the grant for 2018. Rod’s supports organizations that serve diverse communities. 

-CSD has agreed to help market the fair 3 weeks before the event date. 
Scholarship/Luau Celebration- Liz Lynn/’Ofa Mann
Lucy has been working on securing a location for the Luau Fundraising event. So far, Armaan’s Palace and CSD facilities are not within our budget. Also the facilities are booked for September and October.

Ambassador Program: Victoria Lose
-Victoria is sending out weekly reminders with follow up reminders to the coaches. 

-She is preparing a binder for the Ambassador Leadership Program to handoff to the next chair.

-She is also evaluating the courses along with the feedback submitted by the coaches.
