PLEASE TAKE A MOMENT TO REVIEW THE 
VILLAS VEHICLE & PARKING RULES:

  • Each lot owner may only park two (2) 
vehicles on the property/subdivision on 
a permanent basis.  The two vehicles 
must be parked in your garage unless a 
special situation arises and a special 
temporary permit is issued by the DCC&R 
Committee/Board. Otherwise there is 
ample parking available on Lessing Ln.

 Speed Limit is 15 mph.

Parking is not permitted in the street, 
driveway aprons, or along curbs.  
NOTE: obeying this rule helps expose 
drive-up ring & rob burglaries such as 
occurred last month on Doria Drive. 

 Commercial vehicles or vehicles 
displaying signs are not permitted to 
park in common areas, unless they are  
providing service/repair to your home.

Violation of any of  these rules can and 
will result in your vehicle being towed 
at the owners’ expense and a FINE.

The Villas Annual Walkaround Inspection 
was performed 1/21/09.

Similar-looking brown pitbull

A small dog walking with his owner 
was attacked and bitten by a loose 
brown pitbull Tues, January 20th.  
TUCSON & PIMA COUNTY ANIMAL 
LAWS state your dog “must be 
confined inside your home or 
within an enclosed yard or area,” 
and “when you take your dog out 
of  its confined area it must be 

restrained on a leash no longer than 6 feet.”  Even if  
you are on your own driveway your dog must be on a 
leash.  When you open your garage door you must 
make sure your dog is secured and confined so it 
doesn't run out (you cannot predict who might be 
walking by your home at that moment).  Do not walk 
your dog to the mailbox off  its leash.  You are putting 
your dog and others in DANGER.  Please be a 
responsible dog owner and a considerate neighbor and 
keep your dog secured and always use a LEASH.  Those 
that don’t can and will receive fines and be reported.
