(Matt 12:35) To overcome por-
nography, one must have a
strong desire and a strong deter-
mination to overcome. You must
make a covenant with yourself
not to do it. Ome strategy is
bouncing your eyes: once you see
something that you shouldn’t,
look the other way. Avoid those
things that stimulate these de-
sires in you. Then you must use

prayer and Bible Study.
(Philippians 4:13) There is power in
the Lord and we need to ask him for
it. There is power in the Word.
Psalm 119:11 “Thy word have I hid
in mine heart, that I might not sin
against thee.” Get an accountabil-
ity partner: one who you trust to
ask how things are going and to
check on you; (James 5:16; Gala-
tians 6:2) The burden is lighter
when you have a Christian brother
or sister to help you through it.
Change your habits and find some-
thing else to occupy your time.
