Member Code of Conduct
Applies to all members, guests, and visitors on club property (course, clubhouse, practice areas, and parking lots).

1. Purpose
To set the expectations to keep golf safe, respectful, enjoyable, and on pace.

2. Standards of Conduct
· Follow Rules of Golf/Local Rules and Pro Shop/marshal instructions.
· Groups: Max 4 unless approved by clubhouse; singles/pairs may be paired with other groups at peak times.
· Pace: 12 holes in 3:00; keep up, ready golf, 3‑minute search, allow other golfers to play‑through.

3. Course Care & Respect for Facilities
· Course: Fix ball marks (plus one), replace/fill divots, rake bunkers; carts off tees/greens.
· Carts: Obey signage/cart-path-only; stay 10 yards from greens; no drivers under 16; no riding on back.
· Property: No sunflower seeds; no littering includes cigarette butts; dispose of smoking/vaping waste properly.
· Facilities: Respect equipment/buildings; report damage promptly.

· Play safely: hit only when clear; call “Fore!,” when potential to hit another golfer/worker.
· Alcohol/cannabis: follow laws/licensing; no outside alcohol.
· Pets/spectators/unsupervised children not permitted unless approved.

· Harassment/abuse; intimidation; discriminatory/hateful language; disrespect to staff, volunteers, board, members, or guests
· Threats, aggression, fighting, or damage to club/course/property.
· Online/social media harassment related to the club.
May result in immediate removal and discipline.
6. Dress Code
· Course: Golf attire (collared/golf tops; proper bottoms; golf/clean athletic shoes). No ripped clothing, men’s tank tops, beachwear, metal spikes.
· Clubhouse/patio: neat casual (clean denim ok).

7. Junior Golf & Supervision
· Juniors: follow rules, pace, and safety expectations.
· Under 12: active supervision unless Pro Shop approves; posted junior restrictions apply.

8. Reporting Issues
· Report misconduct/safety issues/damage to the Pro Shop or Marshal; serious incidents may require a written statement.


9. Enforcement & Discipline
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Club may apply discipline as appropriate: reminder, warning, restrictions, removal for the day, suspension (privileges/cart), disqualification, or membership review/termination. Zero-tolerance violations may mean immediate removal.
