In  October  2019,  after  many  delays,  the  notable  and  intrepid  American

educator  Ms.  Mildred  Smith  f inally  arrived.  Ms.  Smith—  94  years  young

—  took  easily  to  the  strains  of  travell ing  by  car  overland  through

Rajasthan.  

 

Having  rescheduled  her  March  2019  visit  to  a  tr ibal  festival ,  Ms.  Smith

was  keen  on  a  new  discovery,  saying  that  she  had,  “seen  China  and

Egypt,  the  two  other  great  civi l izations  of  the  world  and  wanted  to  see

India!” .

 

I t  was  interesting  to  interact  with  a  sharp  and  smart  lady  from  a

different  era,  one  who  did  not  use  email—  she  quipped  to  InderJit  that

if  she  had  reported  her  real  age  init ial ly,  TigerPaw  might  not  have  taken

her!  However,  we  are  please  to  say  that  TigerPaw  managed  and  we

earned  Mildred ’s  praise.



At  the  end  of  October,  TigerPaw  f inally  received  the  American  International

School  Alumni  group—  a  long -planned  and  highly  anticipated  tr ip ;  all  64

travelers  arrived  by  October  29th.  This  was  a  unique  tr ip  in  more  ways  than

one.  

 

I t  was  comprised  of  people  who  l ived  in  India  at  various  t imes  in  their  youth

—  largely  in  the  late  60 ’s  and  early  70 ’s.  That  made  them  relatively  easy

travellers,  and  those  with  spouses  unfamil iar  with  India  had

managed  their  expectations  well !

 

After  a  sojourn  in  Delhi  (old  and  new) ,  we  f lew  to  Udaipur,  the  Lake  Palace

City,  where  we  explored  palaces  and  temples.  From  there,  the  travellers

were  conducted  overland  in  two  Volvo  coaches—  the  best  available.

Onboard  toi lets,  CB  radios  as  well  as  hailers,  drones,  et  al .  provided  the

required  tech  support.  

 

Arriving  in  Pushkar,  the  group  took  in  the  sights  of  the  zany  Pushkar  camel,

cattle  and  rel igious  fare,  had  personalised  farm  visits  for  chai ,  visited

elephant  camps,  and  more.
