BYLAWS

OF

HUNTINGDON BOYS SOCCER BOOSTER CLUB
ARTICLE 1. NAME AND PURPOSE
The organization shall be named the “Huntingdon Boys Soccer Booster Club”.  The purpose of the booster club shall be to promote the Huntingdon High School Boys Soccer program.
ARTICLE 2. MEMBERSHIP AND MEETINGS
2.1 Members

Members shall consist of anyone over the age of 18. 
2.2 Qualifications for Membership

In order to qualify for membership, a member shall show up to meetings to become part of the club. The booster club is open for new members during the entire calendar year.
2.3 Voting Rights

Each member is entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter of an issue submitted to the members shall be entitled to one vote upon each such issue. New members will not be eligible to vote at a regular meeting unless that member has attended at least 2 regular meetings during the calendar year.
2.4 Monthly Meetings
The regular monthly meeting of the booster club shall be at 6:00pm on the first Thursday of every month unless the members determine that another date and time is necessary due to conflicts in schedule or members attendance. 

2.5 Special Meetings

Special meetings shall be called at a time which the President deems most suitable or on the written request of 5 members in good standing or by contacting the President directly to make such a request.
2.6 Quorum

Five (5) of the members of the club entitled to vote, represented in person, shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of the members. 
2.7 Action by Members Without a Meeting

Any action which could be taken at a meeting of the members may be taken

without a meeting if a written consent setting forth the action so taken is signed by all

members entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter thereof. Any such written consent shall be inserted in the minute book as if it were the minutes of

a meeting of the members.
ARTICLE 3. OFFICERS and COMMITTEES 
3.1 Offices
The elective offices of the booster club shall be a President, Vice Presidents, a Secretary and a Treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the membership. An officer shall only hold one position at a time unless circumstances that are voted on by the members are deemed necessary due to extenuating circumstances.
3.2 Nominations
The nomination of officers shall be made at the regular November meeting and will be voted on during the December meeting. Officers will take the office at the first meeting held in January. 
3.3 Election and Term of Office

All elections shall be by ballot personally cast. No vote by proxy will be accepted.  No candidate shall be declared elected unless that person has received the greatest number of votes. The incumbent President and Vice President shall count the votes. The officers of the booster club shall be elected each year by the membership. Unless an officer dies, resigns, or is removed from office, he or she shall hold office until the next annual meeting until his or her successor is elected. A person needs to be present to be nominated for office.  

3.4 Resignation and Termination
Any officer may resign at any time by delivering written notice to the President, a

Vice President, the Secretary or the Treasurer or by giving oral or written notice at any

meeting of the club. Any such resignation shall take effect at the time specified therein,

or if the time is not specified, upon delivery thereof and, unless otherwise specified

therein, the acceptance of such resignation shall not be necessary to make it effective. An officer shall not be absent from three consecutive meetings without just cause (illness, emergency) or that person’s term in office is terminated. 
3.5 Vacancies

A vacancy in any office created by the death, resignation, removal, disqualification, creation of a new office or any other cause may be filled by the booster club for the unexpired portion of the term or for a new term established by the booster club. The President has the duty to appoint someone to the vacancy but they must be approved by the members.
3.6 President

The President shall preside at all booster club meetings and shall maintain order therein. The President shall have the power to call special meetings upon due notice to the membership. The President shall cast the deciding vote in the case of a tie and shall count all votes on regular booster club matters.  The President shall appoint all committees. The first named member of all committees shall be the chairperson. The President may appoint a person or committee, with approval of the members, to help with the duties of the office.  The President may vote in all elections. 

3.7 Vice President
In the absence of the President, the Vice President shall perform all his/her duties and in the case of death, resignation, or removal of the President, the Vice President shall hold the office until a successor is regularly elected.  
3.8 Secretary

The Secretary shall attend all meetings of the club members and special meetings that are called. The Secretary shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings of all meetings. The Secretary shall review the minutes of the previous month’s meeting prior to the start of every monthly meeting. The Secretary shall be the official clerk at all elections and record the nominations and elections in the minutes of the meeting.  The Secretary may appoint a person or committee, with the approval of the club, the help with the duties of the office. 

3.9 Treasurer

The Treasurer shall have custody of the club’s checking account, financial accounts and records. All checks by the booster club shall be signed by the treasurer with the exception of any check greater than $750 shall be signed by the Treasurer and another club officer. The Treasurer shall receive all money and pay all bills as voted upon in a timely manner and provide a report of such at each monthly meeting.  The Treasurer shall be responsible for filing federal and state income tax forms, shall be responsible for filing annual reports with the Secretary of State and Internal Revenue and shall advise the club on matters which may affect the club’s tax-exempt status under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  The Treasurer shall make deposits in a safe banking institution approved by club and file the bills and receipts for use by the auditors. The Treasurer shall take the books to an accountant for auditing and must provide a financial statement along with an audit report within 90 days from December 31st of each year to the Secretary to be included in the minutes. The Treasurer may appoint a committee or person, with the approval of the club, to help in the performance of the office.  
3.10 Committees 

The President shall have the power to appoint standing committees and committee chairpersons to the necessary functions. In the event a vacancy occurs, the President shall have the power to appoint a substitute member to fill the unexpired term. Committees or Committee Chairpersons shall be appointed for the following: Fund Raising, Food Booth, Banquet, and Communications.

ARTICLE 4. AMENDMENTS
These Bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed and new Bylaws may be

adopted by the vote of a majority of the number of members present at a stated meeting and all such amendments shall be proposed at a previous stated meeting. If the booster club approves a committee of at least three members shall be appointed by the President to make amendments. The proposed amendments shall then be read two times, for clarity purposes, before being voted on.
