Today's group was entitled, "Exploring Conversation, Starting, Continuing, and Making Them Interesting:  Surefire Techniques That Work"  
  
1.  Today in our virtual group, group members had an opportunity to start with good news, or for younger kids show and tell.  This is an opportunity for group members to be able to comment and share information about what they see about peers and to be able to offer compliments and extend conversations.

 

2.  The second part of group today was an opportunity for group members to help each other.  Group members each need to have a goal.  Please make sure your son or daughter knows their goal for group.  This is a very important part of the group process.  Each group member goes over their goal and gets ideas on their goal.

 

3.  Today groups worked on social conversation skills.  Younger group members worked on starting conversations and keeping conversations on track and on topic.

 

Older group members worked on starting conversations, continuing conversations, making conversations interesting, and secrets to conversations even when you do not know what to say and in difficult situations.  This is a very important part of the group process. 
 

4.  Group members picked person of the day.  This is the individual that group members felt was doing the best job in the group setting today.
