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Critter Corner 

Magical Neotropical Migrants

It is a magical time of year for those of us who are 

bird nerds.  The spring migrants are arriving daily.  

They come and then they go – different ones 

passing through - so quickly is their visit that we 

barely get to witness their beauty, let alone, capture 

their name.  In the spring, if you are persistent, you 

may see tiny warblers flitting around with colors of 

orange, yellow, green and blue.  Listening for their 

songs, you will hear a cacophony of sounds from a 

variety of birds. 

What’s going on, that there would be such an influx 

of birds?  Well, just like many humans, many birds 

like to winter in warmer climates.  Then as our 

weather warms, and the insects start coming out, 

around 200 species of Neotropical birds leave their 

Central and South American homes to make their 

way to North America - to nest and rear their 

young.  These migrants represent many groups of 

birds, including flycatchers, warblers, tanagers, 

hawks, orioles, hummingbirds, swallows, swifts, 

hawks, and falcons.  

So what does Neotropical mean?  The Neotropical 

Region is one of the 6 major zoogeographical 

regions of the world. It extends from Central 

Mexico south to the southern-most tip of South 

America. This is the most biologically diverse 

region on Earth. More species of plants and birds 

occur here than in any other region.  

Birds migrate to take advantage of seasonally 

abundant food. The types of food that Neotropical 

migratory birds need, such as flying insects, 

caterpillars, fruits and nectar, are super-abundant 

during our spring and summer.  This ample supply 

of food increases their "breeding success".  Birds 

are able to raise more young on average by 

migrating than they would if they remained in the 

tropics.  

How far do they travel?  Migrating birds travel 

distances range from a few hundred miles to over 

10,000 miles!  The shortest migrations are made by 

birds that breed in the southern United States and 

winter in Mexico or the West Indies.   Some of the 

longest migrations are made by shorebirds that nest 

in the arctic tundra of northernmost Canada and 

winter as far south as Tierra del Fuego (the 

southernmost part of South America), a one-way 

distance of up to 10,000 miles.  

Most long-distance migratory songbirds and 

shorebirds, and some waterfowl, migrate at night 

when conditions are more favorable (cooler 

temperatures and calmer air) and predators are few.  

Others, such as hawks and vultures, travel by day 

soaring and gliding on rising currents of air. 

Swallows, swifts, and nighthawks are also migrate 

by day because they feed on flying insects that are 

active only by day. 

If I have peaked your interest about Neotropical 

migrant birds consider joining a birding program 

during the Big Week of Birding in Butler County, 

April 30 – May 7th.   There will be hikes daily and 

are intended for all birders, from brand-new to 

advanced.
