The By-Laws of the Army Cadet League of Canada, (Newfoundland and Labrador) establish every Cadet Corps as a Branch of the League with membership comprising of:

· All members of the Sponsoring Committee;

· All Cadet Instructor Cadre Officers of the Cadet Corps;

· Active supporters of the Cadet Corps recommended by the Branch and approved by the League.

Each Branch is assigned to a Region.  Regional Vice-Presidents of the League chair regional committees and are responsible for co-ordinating the activities of the Branches within their region and promoting the objectives of the League.

There are four regions in Newfoundland and Labrador:

· St. John's;

· Avalon;

· Central;

· West/Labrador.

Sponsors
Every Cadet Corps must be sponsored by a responsible local organization with good standing in the community. This sponsorship is usually undertaken by a Branch of the Royal Canadian Legion, a Service Club, a School Board, a Community Group, a unit of the Canadian Armed Forces, or a combination of the above.

Branches
The League shall be organized into Branches:

Every Cadet Corps shall constitute a Branch of the League and shall elect annually one Cadet Instructor Cadre Officer and one other member as delegates to vote at the Annual General Meeting of the League.
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There shall be a Provincial Branch of the League and every person who has been admitted to membership of the League, in accordance with this By-Law, and, who is not a member of a Cadet Corps Branch shall be a member of the Provincial Branch and shall be entitled to vote at the Annual General Meeting of the League.

· to establish branches of the corporation in various parts of Canada, and to do all those things that are lawful and appropriate to accomplish the objects of the Corporation. The operation of the Corporation may be carried out throughout Canada and elsewhere.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE LEAGUE
1. making recommendations to the CDS for the formation, organization or disbandment of a cadet corps;

2. recommending suitable persons for enrolment in the CF and employment as cadet instructors;

3. recruiting suitable persons to be cadets;

4. making recommendations to the appropriate region commander regarding the appointment; promotion, transfer or release of Cadet Instructor Cadre Officers;

5. providing appropriate training and stores accommodation not provided by the CF;

6. arranging cadet recreational programs other than environmental training programs;

7. providing training aids and equipment, including band instruments, not supplied by the CF;

8. providing financial support as required;

9. providing and supervising local sponsors

10. providing transportation, when not available from the CF, for the local training exercises; and

11. providing advice and assistance to local sponsors and cadets corps
