FILM PRODUCTION is the process of making afilm. The producer (student submitting the entry) isnot requiredtoappear
inthe film butif the student choosesto, acameratripod may be used. All screenwriting, directing and editing must be done
by the student producer. All entries must be original student footage. PowerPoint presentations are prohibited.

Consider the following styles to portray your original work of fiction or nonfiction:
¢ Animation: Demonstrates motion by sequencing still objects or using computer-generated graphics.
e Narrative: Tellsafictional story developed by the student.
e Documentary: Presents facts and information.
e Experimental: Exploresmovement,lightand montage.
e Multimedia: Uses acombination of different contents (text, audio, stillimages, animation, etc.).

An explanation of the storylineand/or the significance of the film style might be a useful additionto the artist statement.
Whetheran entry displaysuse of technologies orasimple approach, it willbe judged primarilyon how well the student
uses his orherartisticvision to portray the theme, originalityand creativity. Software can be used to create an entry but
only to enhance and/or present the work, not provide the primary design.

Copyright: Entry may include public places, well-known products, trademarks or certain other copyrighted material as
long as that copyrighted material is nonessential to the subject matter of the piece and/orisa smaller element of a whole.
Use of background music must be cited on the student entry form.

Suggestions for Audio/Visual Quality:
e Usea tripodtoholdthe camerastill
e Make sure there is plenty of lighting, especially if shooting indoors
e Turn off all noise-making devices in the room (air conditioners, fans, telephones, etc.)
e Recordashorttestand listentoit. If needed, change the record volume or microphone location.
e Make sure the background music(if any) is audible on the recording.
e Allowfortwo seconds of silence atthe beginningand end of yourrecording.

Submission Requirements
e Onlynew piecesof artwork inspired by the theme may be submitted.
e Each entry mustbe the original work of one studentonly.
e Videomustnotexceed5minutesinlengthand 1,000 MB (1,000 megabyte) infile size.
e Acceptedfileformatsinclude: .mp4,.mov,.avi.
e Use of background music must be cited on the student entryform.
e Ifnecessary, label CD/DVD/flashdrive withtitle of artwork, arts category and division.
e Submitfilmand student entry form according to your PTA’s instructions.
