9. One Boy from Bye Bye Birdie (1963) starring Ann Margret and Bobby Rydell; One Boy by Elvis Presley with Pam Austin & Yvonne Craig

10. Tell Me Why and If I Fell by The Beatles from A Hard Day’s Night (1964) starring John, Paul, Ringo and George

11. That Thing You Do (set in 1964) by “The Wonders” starring Tom Everett Scott, Johnathon Schaech, Liv Tyler, Steve Zahn & Tom Hanks

12. A World Without Love by Peter and Gordon from Last Night in Soho (set in 1965) starring Thomasin McKenzie and Anya Taylor-Joy

13. Do-Re-Mi medley from The Sound of Music (1965) starring Julie Andrews and the seven children

14. Dedicated to the One I Love by The Mamas and Papas; Go Where You Wanna Go by Jakob Dylan & Jade from Echo in the Canyon

15. Cherish by The Association (1966) blended with scenes from 1980s and 90s films

16. The Young Girls of Rochefort (1967 French language film) starring Catherine Deneuve and her sister Francoise Dorleac 

17. Good Vibrations from The Beach Boys tribute Love and Mercy (2014) starring Paul Dano as writer/producer/singer Brian Wilson

18. Yesterday movie montage composed of music by The Beatles starring Himesh Patel and Lily James in 2019 (who sang all the songs)

19. How Are Things in Glocca Mora? from Finian’s Rainbow (1968) starring Fred Astaire and Petula Clark
