4. The Jazz Singer (1927) as introduced by Henry Fonda in 1963, excerpted from CNN’s 6-part series The Movies

5. The Pacific: Date Night (set in 1945) when the troops come home from WWII, starring James Badge Dale and Caroline Dhavernas

6. Ella Fitzgerald serenades An American in Paris (1951), directed by Vincente Minnelli, starring Gene Kelly and Leslie Caron

7. Dancing in the Dark from The Bandwagon (1953) with Fred Astaire and Cyd Charisse

8. Guys and Dolls title song (1955) starring Frank Sinatra, Stubby Kaye & John Silver (music by Frank Loesser)

9. Sluefoot (1955) dance from Daddy Long Legs starring Fred Astaire & Leslie Caron

10. Bob Fosse “auditions” Gwen Verdon (1955) in Fosse/Verdon 8-part series (2019) starring Sam Rockwell & Michelle Williams

11. Ya Got Trouble from The Music Man (1962) starring Robert Preston in the full 4-minute version of the song

12. In My Room by The Beach Boys (1963) revisited by Jakob Dylan & Fiona Apple for Echo in the Canyon documentary (2018)

13. Don’t Worry Baby, a 1964 song by The Beach Boys, blended with Uma Thurman & John Travolta in the film Be Cool (2005)

14. The Queen’s Gambit montage (set largely in 1967) starring Anya Taylor-Joy, Harry Melling and Thomas Brodie-Sangster (2020)

15. Someone in the Crowd from La La Land (2016) starring Emma Stone, Sonoya Mizuno, Callie Hernandez and Jessica Rothe 

16. Yesterday (2019) montage of music composed by The Beatles starring Himesh Patel and Lily James (who sang all the songs)

17. A World of Our Own starring Timothee Chalamet and Calah Lane from the film Wonka (2023)

18. West Side Story (2021) montage starring Rachel Zegler, Ansel Elgort, Ariana DeBose, and David Alvarez; directed by Steven Spielberg
