7. Ray (movie montage) starring Jamie Foxx as Ray Charles (set in the 1950s and 60s), with Regina King and Kerry Washington

8. Barn Dance from Seven Brides for Seven Brothers (1954) starring Howard Keel and Jane Powell

9. Guys and Dolls (montage of 1955) starring Jean Simmons, Marlon Brando and Frank Sinatra (Frank Loesser music/lyrics)

10. Somethin’s Gotta Give (1955) from Daddy Long Legs starring Fred Astaire & Leslie Caron, with Sh-Boom by The Chords

11. Bob Fosse “auditions” Gwen Verdon (1955) in Fosse/Verdon 8-part series (2019) starring Sam Rockwell & Michelle Williams

12. Steam Heat from The Pajama Game (1957) with choreography by Bob Fosse starring Carol Haney, Buzz Miller and Eddie Phillips

13. Fated to be Mated from Silk Stockings (1957) starring Fred Astaire and Cyd Charisse

14. UFO Roswell from National Geographic Television accompanied by The Doo Wop Group’s version of I Only Have Eyes For You

15. Blue Moon by The Marcels blended with AI imagery from Rocket Films-Movie (Japan) published to YouTube in 2025

16. America starring Rita Moreno and George Chakiris from West Side Story (1961)
