7. Marge and Gower Champion dance in Give a Girl a Break (1953) starring Debbie Reynolds & Bob Fosse (music by Justin Hurlitz)

8. Can Do starring Johnny Silver, Stubby Kaye and Joe McTurk from Guys and Dolls (1955) 

9. Give Me a Band and My Baby from My Sister Eileen (1955) starring Betty Garrett, Janet Leigh, Tommy Rall and Bob Fosse

10. I Could Write a Book from Pal Joey (1957) starring Frank Sinatra, Kim Novak and Rita Hayworth

11. Cry for Me from Jersey Boys (set in 1960) playing the roles of Bob Gaudio, Frankie Valli and The Four Seasons

12. I Should’ve Known Better by The Beatles (1964) from their first film A Hard Day’s Night starring Paul, George, Ringo and John

13. Dance With Me Tonight (set in 1964) from the Tom Hanks film That Thing You Do starring Tom Everett Scott and Liv Tyler

14. I’d Do Anything from Oliver (1968) starring Shani Wallis and Jack Wild in 6-time Oscar-winning film set in 1830s Victorian London

15. Everlasting Love (set in 1969 Northern Ireland) performed by Love Affair from the Kenneth Branagh film Belfast (2021)

16. Everybody Needs Somebody to Love from The Blues Brothers (1980) starring John Belushi and Dan Aykroyd

17. Twist and Shout by The Beatles blended with Ferris Buehler’s Day Off (1986) starring Matthew Broderick and Alan Ruck

18. Twist Contest from Pulp Fiction (1994) featuring John Travolta & Uma Thurman dancing to Chuck Berry’s You Never Can Tell 

19. Only You (1994) starring Marisa Tomei, Robert Downey Jr. and Bonnie Hunt

20. Why Did It Have to be Me starring Lily James and Josh Dylan from Mama Mia 2 (2018) 

21. Viva Las Vegas (title song) starring Elvis Presley and Ann-Margret in their own film together (1964)
